Pronunciation of Phonemes 

We often take it for granted that parents/carers know how to say letter sounds, but they are not always how they seem. Here’s some guidance – if unsure, just come and ask. 

Continuous Phonemes:

ssss  shshsh   ffff  mmmm  nnnn  llll  rrrr  vvvv  ththth  zzzz
Clipped Phonemes:

b  g  d  w  qu  y j

Without voice:

h  c  p  t  ch k

You may find this site useful to help with correct pronunciation. This includes the longer vowel sounds, too.
